I have been asked to create a logo for the new Life and Health campaign.  This logo will be included on all literature and advertising for the new campaign. It should be bright and colourful to raise awareness and the character should be recognisable and continue to promote the campaign as time goes on.

Specific instructions for the logo are as follows:

· It must contain an image linked to healthy eating
· It must contain the text Life and Health
· It must be vector graphic

· Although the size has not been specified I will aim for around 400 pixels wide x 550 pixels high (around 4.2 inches wide x 5.7 inches high)

	HEALTH AND SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS

	As I will be working on the computer for most of the project I will need to consider the following:
TRAILING CABLES

Trailing cables from the back of computers can be a trip hazard if they are not tucked out of the way. If you have equipment plugged in such as camera leads and chargers these should be kept tucked away so no one can trip on them 

WATER 

Water does not mix well with electricity and can result in a nasty electric shock. You should keep water away from all computers and be particularly careful when using a laptop because spilling a water onto a laptop keyboard will cause issues with the whole machine.

OVERLOADING SOCKETS 

Overloading sockets can cause fires even if all appliances are tested. Sockets can be overloaded by putting too many appliances in extension cables and/or double adaptors. 

REPETITIVE STRAIN INJURY (RSI)

RSI is caused by incorrect positioning of the hands when using the computer keyboard or mouse. Repetitive strain injury can be very uncomfortable but it is preventable. Specially designed keyboards and mice can alleviate the problems of RSI. 

EYE STRAIN 

Continuously looking at a computer screen/monitor can damage your eyes. Regular breaks and making sure that the screen isn't too bright. It is recommended that people who use computers all day have regular eye check-ups to ensure there are no problems. 

COMPUTER POSTURE BACK/NECK PROBLEMS 

Back and neck problems can be caused by not sitting correctly or using the wrong chair when using a computer for long periods of time. To prevent this, you should make sure that your knees and ankles and shoulders to wrists should be positioned in 90-degree angles to your keyboard. Your back should remain neutral, with something supporting your lumbar spine. Keep your keyboard, mouse, and phone within your forearm's length.
